ZTE believe this should be within scope of IM. This was agreed.

Vodafone: Questioned if this study is within TMF also. Motorola indicated yes should be within scope of TMF. Specifically it is being considered as part of the TMF CO-OP project. CO-OP want to adopt the IM IRP to address some of their requirements, specifically PM and CM on the interface to the Integrator.
