- Lucent: We need to understand the relationship with OMA work. We should avoid overlap and redundancy as much as possible.

- T-Mobile: OMA defines a general Subscription Management service. Bearer services and IMS are in the area of 3GPP. No overlap, but correlation. 

 -Siemens: Yes, the intentions of SA5 and OMA correlate. We will need to keep the contents aligned. 

- Nokia: Is the OMA WI agreed? 3GPP could define a framework and OMA could reuse the framework. 

- Siemens: Subscription Management is only one of the aspects of this study. We also need to consider how to secure the data in the central store with concurrent access from various applications or how an application can know the data has changed.

- Lucent: Alternative solutions with distributed data exist. There should be no conclusions in the WID before SA5 makes the study not to pre-judge the outcome of the WID. We should principally define interfaces. Conflict with existing proprietary solutions will have to be considered. 

- T-Mobile: We want to study a real unification in one data store and get rid of redundancies. However, we agree there is no conclusion so far.  

- Orange: We share Lucent’s concern. It seems the solution is already defined in the WID; this should not be done this way. Also, GUP should provide some inputs for this study. 

- Siemens: Central profile store has advantages but the conclusion of the study might be that it cannot be standardized. 

- T-Mobile: GUP is not a SA5 topic. There is no Rel-7 WI on GUP in CT4. GUP specifications have not been updated for at least one year. GUP can be candidate for the study but GUP is not aimed at provisioning. 

- Siemens: GUP cannot be ignored and will be studied. 

- Orange: We should mention in the WID the potential solutions. 

- Huawei: We support the idea of the study but have concern with a physically centralized store. 

- SA5 Chair: Change the wording of the WID to leave the conclusions of the study more open. The WID should be updated in a breakout session to avoid ambiguities on the objectives.

- Vodafone: There is a chance of misalignment with OMA. Indicate the OMA WI in the linked WIs. 

- Ericsson: The architecture changes should be studied by SA2.

- T-Mobile: SA1 and SA2 will be involved based on the conclusions of the study. 

Conclusion: Need to revise the wording in the WID. Make sure no assumptions are made in the WID on the outcome of the study and the implementation choices.
