Ericsson: what’s the relation between interface IRP and NRM IRP?
huawei:

CMCC: 

Ericsson: what’s the meaning of “index” first column of tables? It is given by operator or vendor? Also what to do about the “additional information”? 

CMCC: operator give the sequence number, “additional information” is given by vendor.
Ericsson: in section 5.1, only talk about BasicCMIRP and BulckCMIRP, why not include alarmIRP, kernelIRP and others?

CMCC: we will consider to change the columns “BasicCMIRP” and “BulckCMIRP” to PMIRP, alarmIRP etc.

Motorola: general question, for SS these tables are involved from semantics or other aspects?

CMCC: mainly from semantics.

Motorola: for BulkCMIRP, not only CORBA is involved, but also XML. So in these tables, why not include XML?
CMCC: from CMCC point, the CORBA is enough for BulkCMIRP, XML is not involved.

Motorola: for summary table like 5.1, the answer for support is only Y and N, why not consider “partial support”? such as not whole attributes are supported, only some of them.

CMCC: we will consider to add “partial support”. Note: how many attributes supported should be added in additional information column.

Ericsson: how to deal with kernalIRP? It will be included in clause 5.1 or 5.2?

CMCC: we will further consider this question.

Huawei: in clause 7, if support notify new alarm, how many NRM information can be carried by this notification?
All notifications fields are listed in N.2, look at one of them, thresholdlevel, regarding to call drop rate or handover success or failure etc, if we support call drop rate threshold, how to deal with the handover success or failure rate threshold?

Ericsson: maybe all related threshold should be listed and given index to answer different threshold support or not.

Motorola: the version parameter is necessary for IRP?

CMCC: maybe we will consider list all of them.

Ericsson: from our understanding, such as 3GPP has many versions, then operator will issue one of them, then vendor answer to support.

Lucent: it is accurate to give the detail version information.
Ericsson: if the version is too detail, such as x.y.z, then there will be many CR to change the template when the version changed. The other method for version definition is only version x.
