Ericsson: Asked what the plans are for updating the related areas in the TR 32.101. They have some concerns over introducing figure 2 into 32.101 as is. Motorola indicated as part of the Study, there were no plans to do this, but following the study and this meeting we may consider CRs to 32.101. If such CRs are originated (outside scope mainly of this Study activity), then these concerns should then be able to be addressed.
