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1 Overview

OMA MCC thanks 3GPP SA5 on its liaison (include OMA LS number and SA5 number) offering its assistance with regard to the integration of OMA Charging Enabler specific AVP’s code allocation, if additional AVPs’ are needed for OMA Enabler specific charging, within the 3GPP Diameter charging specification.
2 Proposal

While OMA MCC welcomes the intent of assistance, OMA MCC would like to request to understand a few of the issues, as detailed under.
3 Requested Action(s)
1. The 3GPP process to facilitate 3GPP’s proposed assistance and the overall process, including the time factor, towards inclusion of such OMA required AVP code allocation to the 3GPP Diameter charging specification. Furthermore, would 3GPP kindly clarify if 3GPP retains work item(s) in which OMA requirements can be handled? 

2. OMA also requests to understand, can 3GPP foresee any circumstances wherein it may not be possible to accommodate OMA requests?

3. Furthermore, 3GPPs opinion on 3GPP Release schedule vis-à-vis the charging aspects of OMA Enabler Releases.
