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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA5 thanks OMA MCC for their Liaison Statement and provides the following clarifications.

1) 3GPP commitment to accommodate OMA requests

As stated in previous liaison statements and reconfirmed here, to ensure alignment, 3GPP wants to work with OMA in the allocation of AVP codes for OMA use in the 3GPP Diameter charging specifications. Currently, 3GPP cannot see any circumstances where they would not be able to comply with bona fide OMA requests for AVP code allocation.

2) Clarification of proposed mechanisms

The 3GPP proposal is that 3GPP will maintain the unique list of AVP codes in the Diameter charging specifications. 
3GPP will allocate AVP codes to OMA as containers for OMA service specific information on receipt of bona fide requests from OMA (see next paragraph for a description of the request mechanism). 
OMA will then be responsible for the definition of the content of the AVP to meet their requirements.
3) Proposed working methods

The proposed working method between 3GPP and OMA MCC is for OMA to send a Liaison Statement to 3GPP for each service for which an OMA-specific AVP is required. 
3GPP SA5 SWGB will always have a designated person responsible for maintaining a list of allocated AVP codes. SA5 SWGB proposes that this person will also be responsible for submitting a 3GPP change request to the corresponding section of TS 32.299 to cover the new AVP code allocation on OMA's behalf in response to the request contained in their Liaison Statement. 
3GPP will then make the requested changes to its documentation. 
A reply to the liaison statement will be sent from 3GPP to OMA containing the AVP code allocated. 
4) Timeliness

3GPP can update their document after each TSG SA plenary meeting and these occur approximately every 3 months. 3GPP hope that OMA will agree that this is frequent enough.
5) Release schedules

As the purpose of this work is to allocate AVP codes only, the 3GPP release in which the AVP number allocation is documented is not relevant. 
3GPP intends to document the AVP code allocation in whichever release is current at the time the change request is handled. 
6) 3GPP work items
3GPP has, and for the foreseeable future will continue to have, work items that can be used to make the minor modifications required in order to allocate an AVP code to OMA.
