Rationale
S5-068387, already discussed at last meeting, is a contribution to introduce measurements related to the HSDPA. It is obviously that there are four options to define such counters according to the text in that proposal, furthermore, two of which is described on the basis of RAB signaling. During the discussion for that change request, a number of companies prefer the first option. However there are companies that take the last option as the best one.
From CATT, Motorola and Nortel’s viewpoints, it is thought that it is a reasonable point to introduce measurements based on radio bearer for HSDPA. So there exists one proposal from Nortel, Motorola and CATT:
Proposal:
It is suggested that the measurements mentioned in S5-068387 for HSDPA be defined taking into account Radio Bearer procedures. 
One may doubt that the Radio Bearer related counters is not necessary in that in TS32.405 we already have many measurements for RAB, which can serve to make a statistic for call performance. The response to this doubt is that counters based on RAB can reflect performance with respect to establishment of traffic tunnel including air interface and Iu interface, while the measurements of RB reflect performance of radio signaling communication between UE and RNC, which can be seen as a basic indication for the performance of air interface.
