Inter-network calling related measurements

4.4.1
Attempted session establishements from users of other networks
a) This measurement provides the number of attempted session establishements originated from the users (regardless of whether the user is roaming or not) who are belonging to other networks at the CSCF in the terminating network. The measurement is split into subcounters per network. This measurement is only valid for the CSCF with S-CSCF and/or I-CSCF functionality.
b) CC.

c) On receipt by the CSCF of a SIP_ INVITE message, and the calling party is belonging to other networks (i.e., the domain name information of the calling party retrieved from the SIP_INVITE message is different from the domain of this CSCF). Each session whose calling party recognized by the CSCF as belonging to a given network is added to the relevant per network measurement. The sum of all supported per network measurements shall equal the total number of attempted session establishements from users of other networks. In case only a subset of per network measurements is supported, a sum subcounter will be provided first (See TS 23.228 [7]).
d) Each measurement is an integer value. The number of measurements is equal to the number of network plus a possible sum value identified by the .sum suffix.
