Rationale

· The setup time of a call will depend on the B-subscriber as follows:
  --If the called subscriber is a mobile subscriber or a PSTN subscriber; 
  --If the called subscriber is a mobile subscriber, does the mobile subscriber belong to own PLMN or other operator’s PLMN. 
 -- If the called mobile subscriber belongs to own PLMN, is the subscriber roaming.

· The call setup time will be dependent on the subscriber’s services, e.g. call setup with IN service will increase the setup time. 

· This measurement is partial (pseudo end to end) as it is covering only the terminating access part, but not the originating one. 

· The measurement requires the call setup time in the core network, actually the call setup time within CN does not contribute as much to the entire call setup as the radio side. The radio side contributes the most of the end-to-end call setup time.

Detailed proposal

Remove the measurement of UE call established time (Clause 4.1.5.1)

It is recommended to use external equipment (e.g. protocol analysers) in conjunction with well-defined test cases to determine the mean call setup time from and end-to-end perspective instead.
