· Huawei: The CancelOperation, it is not applicable to SOAP SS so far. We propose to delete the mapped operation here, as the SOAP SS doesn’t have an Iterator. Ericsson: This is not agreed; we need this operation even if it is not used for an Iterator as such.
· Huawei: One issue with the AttributeModificationSetType for “SetMOAttributes” define attribute name and value instead of using the XML element name and value. Ericsson: The reason is we need to define that to include “operator’ attribute.
Conclusion: No time to resolve the issues. The working draft will be updated or resubmitted to next meeting. It was proposed by Ericsson to hold an email discussion, conference call or ad-hoc meeting before or at next meeting in order to get more time to discuss and resolve the open issues for this and the other SOAP SS drafts.
