	Proposal - Introduce 2G/3G Key Performance Indicators (KPIs) to 3GPP
Discussion 
Motorola presented the joint contribution. 

Ericsson: Requested clarification of:
· KPI harmonisation across vendors are achieved

· KPI access interface harmonisation are established
This was given by Motorola (Trevor). It was also clarified that second bullet “KPI access interface harmonization are established” is not within the scope of the proposal. Just the first bullet is within scope. 

Accepted.

Siemens: Suggested should set of new KPI TS for each technology and a general TS to cover common aspects of KPIs i.e. similar structure to as is done for PM measurements.
Motorola indicated this had been discussed also in Motorola and with some other companies and was agreed then that this was a better approach rather than add to existing measurements TSs.

Agreed to proceed with this approach.

Nokia, Suggested if we define KPIs in 3GPP, then going forward we should define these first and then derive the required measurements from them. This was agreed as good approach going forward. 

Motorola clarified this was not within scope of current proposal, but given a good idea we should open the discussion in SA5 with a new sparate contribution. Agreed.

Siemens and others suggested this should be done under a new Work Item. Agreed.

CATT: Questioned if TDD and FDD covered in current KPIs. Motorola clarified only FDD, but suggested CATT and others can bring contributions to extend to both TDD and FDD. Agreed.

CATT requested this be stated in the proposal going forward. Agreed.

Ericsson: Need more time to confirm the KPIs. Motorola clarified specific details and scope of KPIs will come in contributions to next meeting, so Ericsson will have chance to review and comment then. Accepted.

Siemens: clarified with this KPI approach it helps solve problem of knowing which measurements are used and by which KPIs. Noted.
Conclusion: 

The contribution was noted and was agreed we should submit contributions to start to introduce the KPIs identified in the proposal and new TSs should be created.

Lucent: who defines the PCID?
A: Siemens: EM or via Itf-N. Also clarified how UUID can be used. Accepted.

CATT: how coordinate unique PCID across Ems and different vendors?
A: Siemens explained how the UUID and algorithm defined in RFC 4122 will ensure this without need for interconnectivity between EMs.
Motorola (Yizhi): Questioned when cell reparented then cell becomes “new” and so do not need PCID.
