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SG4 thanks 3GPP SA5 for replies to our liaisons and the updates provided on enhancements to the IRP methodology.

The participation of 3GPP and 3GPP2 Experts at the SG4 meeting in Beijing is highly appreciated. 

In order to achieve the best possible alignment between SA5 and SG4, we have concluded that consent of the revised methodology (M.3020) is deferred and now planned for October 2006. As you are aware, the revised methodology is required in support of the work of several Questions within SG4. 

To achieve alignment between SG4 and SA5, the meeting – with participation of 3GPP/3GPP2 experts – concluded that joint work is required starting with a face-to-face meeting in August. 

The proposed agenda and objective of this first meeting is included in this liaison.
