c) On transmission by the S-CSCF to the HSS of a Push-Profile-Answer Diameter command indicating the user profile update procedure is failed for the specific cause, each failed user profile update procedure is added to the relevant measurement according to the failure cause. Possible failure causes are included in TS 29.229 [10]. The sum of all supported per cause measurements shall equal the total number of failed user profile update procedures. In case only a subset of per cause measurements is supported, a sum subcounter will be provided first.
