Rationale

This WI is focused on the study of XML solutions developped by MTOSI, their applicability to SA5, and vice-versa. Items related to protocol-neutral modelling of managed network resources (i.e. NRM IRPs) and network management operations/notifications (i.e. Interface IRPs) will be considered in a further step and will require a dedicated WI.

This WI will include sharing of information, discussion of the shared information, and determination of harmonization items with respect to the 3GPP and TMF 608 XML specifications. This WI includes the identification of possible updates to the MTOSI XML framework based on the discussion between 3GPP SA5 and the TM Forum MTOSI team as well as the identification of possible updates to the 3GPP SA5 XML specifications
For all those reasons, we need to agree a Working Plan between ourselves

Detailed proposal

This is a draft Working Plan in which, I have inserted the high level topics that are to be part of our Working Plan. This draft is there to be completed and modified according to our discussion/agreement.
Rough Working Plan:

1) Make a presentation to MTOSI people: so far, the sharing of information, even though specified in the WID has been only from MTOSI to SA5. It allowed us to have a fair idea of what they propose and have to offer. In that regard, we need to present ousrselves and the activities developed in SA5 to MTOSI people. This presentation is to be made through a conference call. Here is a high level Plan of the presentation that we should give them:

· General SA5 presentation :Who are we, what are we doing, which companies are there, what are our outputs documents, who uses them…
· Presentation of our IRP concepts,

· Presentation of interface IRPs,

· Presentation of our NRM,

· XML use of SA5: SuM, general XML discussion,

Target date: Budapest Meeting, August/September 2006,

What: Conference call with MTOSI, One or two hours depending on everybody’s availability,

Who: Nortel (chair), Huaweï (general presentation), Lucent (interface IRPs ?, XML discussion ?), Ericsson (SuM ?), Motorola (IRP concepts ?), Siemens (NRM presentation ?)

2) Topics that we think are/can be harmonised: From our knowledge of the MTOSI presentation what can we target as harmonsiable stuff ?
· Process wise: IRP concepts, NRMs, Specs ?
· Technically: Can we share with them some of our technical IRPs or NRMs ? Can they/we re-use/adapt some of our/their work and apply it to their/our technical work ? Or instead do we move forward from now on by applying their solutions to our future Work Items ?

Target date: After the Budapest Meeting,

What: A list of items that we think are to be harmonised between SA5 and MTOSI,

Who: Everybody,

3) Prioritise the identified topics to be harmonised: Considering everybody’s work load, it is certain that all the identified harmonisable items can not be dealt with in parallel. There will be a need to prioritise those according to our wishes and at some stage share this prioritisation with MTOSI and finally get a final agreement that could be a roadmap for example,
Target Date: In two steps. Prioritisation amongst SA5 by the end of the Budapest meeting, Sharing with MTOSI for the November meeting,

What: A clear list or prioritised items that will be part of the harmonisation and possibly new WID launched for the first 2007 SA5 session,

Who: Everybody in SA5, Sharing with MTOSI,
