· Ericsson: Supports the idea. However two comments:
· a) NrmListOut should be moiListOut.. Is it DN location in the XSD that is intended, by elementLocation? See also Ericsson contribution S5-060967, but we prefer moiElementLocation (still using XPath). Ericsson has uploaded an updated version of that contribution, reflecting these changes completely, in S5-061119. Agreed.
· b) Ericsson has another proposal for restricting SOAP to SuM in another way than hardcode it in this WSDL-file. See Ericsson contribution S5-060967. That would make it much easier for other SDOs like TISPAN or 3GPP2 to reuse this SS, without changing the WSDL part.
· Ericsson: we may also want to clarify this restriction by adding one more statement, that “SuM NRM IOCs are only accessible by this SS”. To be discussed in a breakout session between Ericsson and Huawei.

· c) Want to see a statement that there are some other Web service events that could be used… agreed to discuss this offline since this has been discussed long ago without any conclusion and Thomas reminded that no outstanding issue for this has been recorded for many meetings.
- Motorola: Section 4: Motorola does not agree to the restriction that it is restricted to SuM only, in this and the other SOAP SS specifications. This was noted. It was also asked by the rapporteur if any other companies have the same objection. The result was: No.
