Rationale

The Itf-N performance criteria is lacking a way of defining where the performance measurement triggering points are e.g. when a timer is to start, when a time is to stop.
When the same type of performance measurement is being taken on several different systems, and are being compared, it is important to ensure that the same measurements are architecturally equivelent in order to make fair comparisons.

This proposal provides a diagram to illustrate some points which may be used to describe where the measurements are being taken.

The diagrams are a refinement of the Itf-N context diagram to try and help specify appropriate timer start and stop points.

This concern  was identified in the review of CMCC's contribution S5-060569 during meeting SA5 #48

Detailed proposal

When the Itf-N performance criteria  measurements are being made, it is important that the measurements are measured in exactly the same way.
This is especially important if an operator is using the Itf-N performance criteria for vendor selection purposes.

There are several points which could be useful reference points for measurements.

These points are illustrate by several identifiable  point, which are illustrated in the diagrams below.

The points have an "a" or "b" suffix to represent the system context A or B.
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System Context A Itf-N Performance point definitions
