Nortel answered the questions asked during last SA5 and presented its overall conclusion which is to claim that XML-Based SS is usable in the SA5 context. Nortel is looking for approval.
E///: We have serious doubt concerning the performances of XML-Based SS in terms of handling large volume of alarms over a long period of time.
Nortel: This an acceptable observation and we will jointly make a statement in the conclusion stating the ability, or inability, of handling large volume of real time notifications needs is still under investigation,

E///: We don’t believe that the market requirements are there to justify the introduction of XML-Based Solution Set.
E///: There is no business case.
Motorola: Why don’t you let the market decide and get ready? What’s your issue?
Motorola: You can’t wait to be 100% sure since if you do so, you will be late.
