KPI: At this meeting a draft TR Key Performance Indicators (KPIs) for UTRAN and GERAN was proposed.
Following comments from China Mobile & Nokia, It was agreed to update the Technical Report Scope to make it clear that the content is an output from the CO-OP initiative and that the KPI definitions in the Technical Report are intended as input to 3GPP for information and further study in the possible creation of a 3GPP Technical Specification.
Ericsson requested that an alternative method of KPI definition (not relying on standardized measurements) should be documented in the TR. 

Following offline discussion this was noted as an outstanding issue on the TR cover sheet and it is proposed to send the TR for information to SA #34.

Handover Handling: A Release 7 CR was proposed by Siemens to incorporate CO~OP Results on Handover Handling in 3GPP TS32.642.

Following comment from Nokia, on the need to enable backward compatibility, and further discussion, it was agreed that the CR should be merged with related CR’s from Ericsson and Motorola and further handled in the small enhancements session.

Discussion 
Motorola presented the contribution.
Following comments from CMCC & Nokia, It was agreed to update the Technical Report scope to make it clear that the content is an output from the CO-OP initiative and that the KPI definitions in the Technical Report are intended as input to 3GPP for information and further study in the possible creation of a 3GPP Technical Specification.

A next step is that SA5 should consider the creation of a release 8 WID to create a 3GPP KPI Technical Specification, The TR together with the China Mobile and Nokia comments would form the starting point for such a specification. CMCC was requested to lead the effort to create a release 8 WID.

Ericsson requested that an alternative method of KPI definition (not relying on standardized measurements) should be documented in the TR. Following offline discussion with Ericsson the Rapporteur proposes that this be noted as an outstanding issue on the TR cover sheet and it is proposed to send the TR for information to SA #34.

Ericsson are requested to bring a suitable wording proposal to SA5#51 for inclusion in the TR to allow it to go for approval to SA#35
Following comment from Ericsson it was also agreed to add a reference to ITU-T E.800 regarding KPI categories.

Following the session an e-mail request to remove one of the KPIs was received from ZTE. The rapporteur proposes that this comment be handled in the same way as those from China Mobile and Nokia noted above.

Following the session MCC performed a tidy-up on the TR cover sheet and the TR itself.
Also following the session the rapporteur also made a further update to add a reference to the CO-OP KPI specification, and to tidy up fonts in the KPI tables, following comments received from CMCC. This final updated version (005) is contained in S5-061674
