Ericsson asked whether, as the PCRF is an IMS node, the proposed changes should apply to the Service Level Tracing part of the TS. Ericsson also noted that, if agreed, changes to TS32.422 will also be necessary and there is no CR for that in this meeting. Nokia asked two questions - 
1) Is Public ID or Private ID available at the PCRF to enable Tracing?
2) If so then the PCRF should be added to the SLT part of the current TS too.
China Mobile replied that Public and Private User IDs should be available via the Gx interface from the P-CSCF.

Ericsson suggested moving the proposed changes to the SLT section only.

The cover sheet was reviewed. It was suggested that if 32.422 is listed there then a CR including relevant changes to that specification should also be available. Also 52.008 should be removed from it.
