ABSTRACT:

This contribution discusses the issues related with harmonizing the 3GPP and 3GPP2 IMS object models.

RECOMMENDATION:

This is intended for further discussion.

1. Introduction

This contribution discusses a proposal for supporting consistent cardinality in IMS harmonized object models.

2. Background

The 3GPP SA5 R7 object model has a current restriction of 0..1 on all of the IMS xFunction objects. 3GPP2 TSG-S WG5 requires the cardinality to be 0..n for all of the IMS xFunction objects it will reuse. As an example, we know in 3GPP2 that a particular network element system may contain multiple and distinct CSCF systems. Similarly, a single Managed Element can support different types of Application Servers.

The 3GPPSA5 R7 Link_X_Y classes already allow larger than 1 cardinality.

3. Proposal

It is proposed that the following object cardinalities be changed from 0..1 to 0..n in 3GPP SA5 R7 32.732:

· CscfFunction

· MrfcFunction

· MrfpFunction

· AsFunction

· BgcfFunction

· MgcfFunction

Note that only the network elements proposed for reuse by 3GPP2 are listed. 3GPP SA5 may decide to include the other network elements in the list for consistency.
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
