Figure 5.3.2.4 shows the Diameter transactions that are required between PoC Server (participating) and OCS for the pre-established session (early session) charging.
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Figure 5.2.2.1.4: Message Sequence Chart for Offline Charging pre-established session set-up
1. PoC Client sends SIP INVITE request to PoC Server (participating) for early session setup.
2. PoC Server sends CCR to OCS for Quota reservation. The request is a event with early session indication.
3. OCS reserves Quota for the early session initiation request if credit is enough.

4. OCS send back the response to PoC Server (participating).

5. PoC Server (participating) start to initiate the early session for PoC Client.
6. After successful early session initiation PoC Server (participating) sends back 200OK to PoC Client.
7. PoC Server (participating) sends CCR to OCS, indicating success of early session initiation, for Quota resolution.
8. OCS deals with Quota resolution.

9. OCS sends back CCA to PoC Server (participanting).
Notes: if PoC Server (participating) fails to setup early session it shall send CCR to OCS to release Quota reservation.
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
