TS 32.404 is a “parent” TS for the performance measurements TSs 32.405/6/7/8/9. TS 32.404 defines the measurement template, the definitions of the private PM object classes and introduces the measurement family concept (common for all performance measurements TSs 32.405/6/7/8/9).

Following chapters capture the text related measurement families in each TS.

The measurement definition TSs (32.405/6/7/8) seems to capture the measurement families pertaining to the particular TS. The measurement families defined in TS 32.404 seems again to be rather some examples of measurement families than a list of valid measurement families. This view is supported  with the statement in S5-058788 from SA5#43: “The common parts of TS 32.403 including measurements families etc are put in each specification part. So that it is easy to find the common parts.”
As a conclusion from above, there are two changes that might be implemented if the group sees this as relevant:

· Defined the measurement families in 32.404 as examples.

· Check the measurement family lists in TS 32.405/6/7/8 and remove the families that are not used in that particular specification.
