Objective
The objective of this document is to formalize the process for management of draft TSs in SA5. 

The 3GPP TR 21.900 “Technical Specification Group working methods” describes in detail the management of specifications once the TS has been approved by the TSG  (version X.Y.Z where X >= 3), for example management of Change Requests. 

As long as a TS is in a draft state (version X.Y.Z where X <3), the modalities for introducing changes in the TS are not described in details in TR 21.900 and are in fact left to the WG’s discretion.  Some principles are proposed to address this early and essential part of SWG activity.

File management
For a draft TS, the Tdoc zip package will contain:

· The draft TS itself which should be named as AABBB-XYZ.doc (e.g. 32429-030.doc)

· The draft TS with revision marks to highlight the changes compared with the previous version when applicable (named e.g. 32429-030_rev_marks.doc)
· A cover sheet which summarizes the status of the TS and the changes made since the previous version (named e.g. 32429-030_cover_sheet.doc)

Process
1.
The TS Rapporteur will produce an initial TS draft. This draft TS shall be reviewed by the SWG (the SWG responsible for the TS) until a consensus for the initial content is found, even though it might take several sessions or meetings.
2.
Depending on available time during the session, on-line editing may occur during the meeting. In that case, all modifications shall be highlighted with revision marks and a revised document (with new Tdoc number) shall be made available for all participants at the end of the session.

3.
According to agreed technical/editorial modifications as recorded in the SWG report, the TS Rapporteur shall produce both a version with revision marks and a clean version of the draft TS as soon as practically possible, preferably within one week after the meeting. The TS version number will be incremented as described in 3GPP TR 21.900 clause 4.0A (increment Field Y=Technical; i.e. it becomes version X.Y.Z, where X=0 and Z=0). A cover page in free format is required for a new version of a draft TS to summarize the modifications made compared with the previous version. The document history shall also be updated accordingly. 
4.
The clean version (0.Y.0) will serve as a reference TS for any inputs to the next meeting. This clean version (0.Y.0) shall be submitted to the next meeting (with a Tdoc number in the next meeting range).  Contributions (using revision marks) based on the reference TS (0.Y.0) are required to add new text or modify existing text in the draft TS. This principle also applies to the TS rapporteur.

5.
Contributions based on the reference TS (0.Y.0) shall be reviewed in a meeting. If the contribution is agreed, it shall be introduced in the next version of the reference TS (as described above in steps 3-4), both in the version with revision marks and in the clean version produced after the meeting (0.Y+1.0).  

6.
As long as the TS has not been completely reviewed, it will only be considered as a reference document. During the time the draft TS remains as a reference document, MCC would allocate a TS number on WG-request, The draft TS will be considered as a baseline document when it has been completely reviewed and at least for its most relevant content agreed by the SWG (0.Y+N.0).
7.
As long as it is not agreed as a baseline document, the draft TS cannot not be considered as stable enough to be submitted to TSG for information (the TS version is converted to 1.0.0 by MCC when the TS is sent for information to TSG). On the other hand, once agreed as a baseline document, a draft TS (0.Y+N.0) will not necessarily be submitted to TSG for information as long as key aspects of the draft TS are identified by the SWG as needing more work. 

8.
The draft TS is progressed in the same way (steps 3-4-5) from version 1.0.0 until submission to TSG for approval (the TS version is converted to 2.0.0 by MCC when the TS is sent for approval to TSG) and placement under TSG change control (CR-regime). In case the 2.0.0 TS version is not approved by TSG, the process described here will apply until approval of the TS by TSG.
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The Baseline TS is sent to TSG for information when all key aspects have been addressed and agreed





The Reference TS becomes the Baseline TS when it has been completely reviewed and at least for its most relevant content agreed
