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Introduction and Action Requested
TISPAN WG8 thanks 3GPP SA5 for the fruitful cooperation during the joint meeting on 14 and 15 May 2007. After closure of the joint meeting, WG8 continued working on NGN Subscription Management (SuM), by studying applicable company contributions. As you are aware, WG8 is executing this work while closely considering the 3GPP SuM NRM in 32.172 in order to reuse as much of it as possible
In the course of this work, WG8 has encounterered some problems. This liaison statement is aimed at explaining the problems, and asks SA5 to confirm the identified issues and provide feedback on possible evolution of its SuM NRM. 
Detailed discussion
In the definition of the TISPAN SuM infomodel, WG8 has identified the need to model the following entities:
· User,
· Subscription. 
Their relations are: 
· a User is linked to only one Subscriber, 
· a Subscriber can be linked to multiple Subscriptions and multiple Users, 
· there is no direct link between User and Subscription. 

When analyzing the 3GPP SuM info model and its IOCs for possible reuse, WG8 concluded that:

· the User is modeled by the SuMSubscriptionProfile IOC,
· the Subscription is modeled by the SuMSubscriberProfile IOC.
If this conclusion is correct, WG8 sees the following problems which seem to prevent reuse of the complete SuM NRM as it is: 

· User (SuMSubscriptionProfile IOC) in the 3GPP SuM NRM is directly linked to a single Subscription (SuMSubscriberProfile IOC), while in TISPAN a User is linked to only one Subscriber and indirectly to one or more  Subscriptions;
· User in the 3GPP SuM NRM contains a certain number of attributes, such as an IMPI, an IMPU, and an IMSI. Within TISPAN the User can have several IMPI and IMPU. WG8 considers that the current attributes of the SuMSubscriptionProfile IOC, except for the suMSubscriptionProfileId attribute, should not remain in the IOC representing the User but should be contained in other IOCs linked to the User.
