Justification

The achievement of a common fixed and mobile charging framework has become a critical path in the success of the Next Generation network (NGN). In Release 7, 3GPP SA5 has made effort in co-operation with ATIS TMOC and ITU-T to harmonize the charging architecture and charging data formats. This effort must be pursued with the other standardization bodies especially ETSI TISPAN in order to accommodate new charging requirements issued from the fixed network. ETSI TISPAN has also accomplished some efforts to specify charging functionalities applicable to NGN which are mainly based on the endorsements of several 3GPP charging specifications. This has resulted in the completion of the TISPAN Rel-1 specifications which covers offline charging. However, in TISPAN Rel-2, new charging requirements are considered for online charging:
· Support of the real-time transfer of tariff information in inter-working scenarios which consists for the calling party's IMS network operator in importing in real-time tariff information submitted by external service provider when this tariff resides in the called party's provider.
· Support of Advice of Charge (AoC) in IMS

· New interconnection charging capabilities e.g. support of charging for IMS transit network

· Support of charging for IPTV services (possibly depending on defined requirements)

Objective

The objective of this work item is to address these new charging requirements for NGN in Release 8. In particular, it is required to adapt the content of the IMS CDRs and the online charging events in order to integrate the tariff information. It is also intended to update the Ro interface in order to convey the cost information between the OCS and the IMS nodes in order to send AoC information to the UE.
