Introduction

Over the last months, ETSI TISPAN WG8 has been discussing extensively what the impact should be on the WG8 work program of the decision to move the work on Common IMS from ETSI TISPAN to 3GPP. 

The current WG8 work program consists of four work items, three of which are multi-part items:

	WG8 Specification Methodology


In the TISPAN#14bis meeting, 25 - 29 June 2007, WG8 concluded the discussions, the outcome is indicated below. WG8 remains fully prepared to further discuss these conclusions in case SA5 would consider that useful.

Decisions and motivations

WI  08012 -1, -2, -3 “Network Resource Model” (Requirements, Information Service,  Solution Set)

· Handover to 3GPP SA5: No

· Motivation: The TISPAN NRM is a model (for management purposes) of the TISPAN NGN Architecture (functional entities). TISPAN WG8 has developed such model by explicitly specifying management entities related to the “non core IMS” part of the TISPAN NGN Architecture, and by re-using (by reference without modifications to the 3GPP specifications) existing management entities specified by 3GPP SA5 for the “Core IMS” part of the TISPAN NGN Architecture. TISPAN WG8 has agreed that this principle can be confirmed for the handling of the “Common IMS” and proposes its acceptance to 3GPP SA5.
WI 08015 -1, -2, -3 “Subscription Management (SuM)” (Requirements, Information Model, Functional Architecture)

· Handover to 3GPP SA5: No

· Motivation: The Subscription Management Work Items comprise the specification of a capability pertinent to the operation of a complete NGN as specified by TISPAN; it is not specific to Common IMS. This observation leads WG8 to the conclusion that SuM should remain in TISPAN. 

However, SuM affects the management of, amongst others, one functional entity which is partially inside Common IMS, i.e. the UPSF. According to the basic rule which says “OA&M for a FE goes with the FE”, management of the UPSF could go to 3GPP. WG8 is awaiting the decision on the future home of the UPSF; for the time being it is decided to keep the SuM work items unchanged in TISPAN.

WI 08016 -1, -2 “Management Information Model (MIM)” (Requirements, Information Service)

· Handover to 3GPP SA5: No

· Motivation: TISPAN WG8 recognized that for managing an NGN it is not sufficient to develop a Network Resource Model of the TISPAN NGN (which can  be mapped to the 3GPP NRM), but it is necessary to develop an overall management model, the MIM. The MIM is planned to integrate all specific information models, like the NRM and the SuM model, encompassing resource, service, customer, enterprise, and supplier/partner management. 
WG8 considers that the MIM is not specific to the Common IMS.

The development of this overall model is still at a very early stage and it has been decided that TISPAN WG8 will work to complete the development of the MIM in time for TISPAN NGN Release 3. In due time, WG8 would like to set up a specific liaison with 3GPP SA5 on the concept and principles of the MIM.
WI 08018: “WG8 Specification Guidelines”

· Handover to 3GPP SA5: No

· Motivation: The WG8 Specification Guidelines are related to the definition of a method by which WG8 specifications are elaborated and delivered. The WG8 Specification Guidelines are applicable to all work done by WG8 and do not contain anything specific for Common IMS. 
However, WG8 wants to maintain the active liaison with 3GPP SA5 on the possible reuse of specific constructs (such as information service templates) of SA5’s specification methodology.

TISPAN NGN OSS Architecture

The TISPAN NGN OSS Architecture, documented in ETSI TS 188 001, is currently not the subject of an open work item and its very purpose and scope would not make it a candidate for transfer to 3GPP. Nevertheless WG8 would like to use this liaison statement to bring this subject to your attention.

The handover of “Common IMS” from TISPAN to 3GPP will require WG8 and SA5 to work in even closer co-ordination than before. This closer co-ordination may be promoted and facilitated if the two groups would adopt the “same” management architecture. Therefore WG8 would like to propose to 3GPP SA5 to consider using WG8’s SOA based NGN OSS Architecture for possible future evolution of the SA5 management architecture.

WG8 is very interested to get the view of SA5 on this matter.
