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Based on input from ATIS TMOC, ITU-T SG 4 has initiated work to produce requirements for Security Management Systems. Now, the draft Recommendation is available for you (see attached Draft Recommendation M.sms – Security management systems functional requirement). To support this activity, input from your organization is welcome via liaison and members of your organization are invited to participate. This work is meant to complement the M.3016 series on Security for the Management Plane with which many of you are familiar. The contents and organization of this work will have similarities to the M.3016 series as well:

· As they are meant for global application, the SMS requirements will be accompanied by a proforma to allow each user, whether SDO, forum, or company, to designate each requirement as mandatory or optional. 

· To make it easier to participate, this work is being addressed in virtual meetings, normally 2 hour conference calls. The next conference is now scheduled in mid or end of October 2007.
