Recommendations

6.1
Recommendations for work item and specification structure

It is recommended that a new WID ‘SAE Charging‘ below the Feature WID ‘3GPP System Architecture Evolution Specification’ will cover the standardisation of the charging aspects of Evolved Packet System.

The existing specifications for the charging aspects of TS 32.251 for PS-domain and TS 32.252 for WLAN should be extended for the Evolved Packet System. Changes will also be needed to the charging architecture specification in TS 32.240 as well as for the OCS architecture in TS 32.296 and the corresponding enhancements in the charging protocol specifications (TS 32.298 and TS 32.299).
6.2 Recommendations for charging requirements and principles

No changes will be required.
6.3 Recommendations for charging architecture

The charging architecture will need to be modified to cater for the P-GW and thus the PCEF being in the visited network.
6.4 Recommendations for charging data and protocols

Some changes will be required to the charging data to take into account the new information available due to the different mobility models. The scope of these changes should not be large.  Changes will also be required to the Transferred Account Procedure (TAP) for inter-operator charging.
