Justification

The EPS(Evolved Packet System) was defined by 3GPP with different system architecture than that for UMTS. There are big differences not only in the physical layer but also in the L2/L3 of air interface within eUTRAN. And there are new application protocols defined in eUTRAN. 

From network management point of view, the performance management framework of UTRAN can be applicable to eUTRAN. However, all of the stated differences between UTRAN and eUTRAN require redefinition of performance measurements in eUTRAN following the same definition template as for UTRAN.

As justified for UMTS, these performance measurements can help the operators to keep a constant watch on the dynamic networks. The essence of performance measurements is to provide indicators of areas that might require tuning.
The performance measurements applicable to UTRAN are subject to redefinition for eUTRAN, due to the fact that there are new messages and flow charts introduced in the corresponding eUTRAN specification (such as TS36.300, TS36.331, TS36.413 and TS36.423).  For example, in eUTRAN, we still need to measure the Successful rate of handover. However, the handover procedure performed in eUTRAN is different from UTRAN with new message and flow chart involved. Therefore, the measurement should be redefined taking into the changes into account.

Objective

The objective for this work item is to define the traditional performance measurements for eUTRAN. 
The performance measurements for eUTRAN cover measurements applicable to both macro eNodeB and Home eNodeB.
