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1. Overall Description:

SA5 kindly thanks WG8 for your LS. We have reviewed it, and we are positive to initiating a study to improve the SuM Network Resource Model in 32.172 in order to address all the issues identified in your LS.

There is currently no ongoing work in SA5 regarding Subscription Management, and no existing Work Item that can host this study. But interested member companies are expected to provide a Rel-8 Work Item in the near future. We will inform WG8 when any progress on this has been made.
Below is given some preliminary technical comments on the specific issues which were noted during the review session (naturally, this can not be taken as a promise that it will be done this way):

- On Initial filter criteria: 3GPP SA5 refers to 23.008 when defining attributes of subscription related IOC, such as IMSServiceProfile. Tens of other attributes beside InitialFilterCriteria are defined as “element”, no concrete element type is defined. A generic rule is needed for SA5 to resolve this problem.

- On Implicitly Registered Public User Identity Sets: It seems reasonable to model implicitly registered public user identity sets and default public user identity indicator.

- On Services related to Unregistered State: It seems reasonable to model it as an attribute of IMSServiceProfile.

- On Shared iFC Set Identifier: It seems reasonable to model it as an attribute of IMSServiceProfile.

- On the attributes contained in the IMSServiceProfile IOC: This needs further study.

- On the “Lack of a Description or Indication of Supplementary Services”: Seems reasonable that the IMS supplementary service needs to be defined.

- On the UserServiceInstance class: This needs further study.
