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1. Overall Description:

SA5 would like to thank RAN3 for LS R3-072401 on the Automatic Neighbour Relation function. The answer for the question is provided as follows.
-Question from RAN3: RAN3 asks SA5 to motivate the need for, clarify, and provide more information about the alternative solution as commented above.
-Answer from SA5:  Regarding the alternative solution, there is a proposal in SA5 on the NCL optimization. However, to be precise, that is not an alternative solution for ANRL, due to the fact that the solution of that proposal is not relevant to the detection of neighbour cell/relations. Instead, that work is on the topic of Handover Optimization. For more information of the NCL optimization solution, see the S5-071901 as attached.

In this SA5 #57 meeting, there are discussions on definitions of blacklist and whitelist. The discussion has identified the following lists: 

Cell relation White list

· On Cell level

· Enable a relation between a source cell to a target cell with regard to HO (regardless of what interface is used for HO).

· Populated by O&M system excluding ANR function
Cell relation Black list

· On Cell level

· Restricts the relation between a source cell to a target cell with regard to HO (regardless of interface used for HO).

· Populated by O&M system excluding ANR function
ANR White list

· On Cell level or eNodeB level

· List of cells or eNodeBs for which X2 communication shall be established.
· Populated by O&M system excluding ANR function.
ANR Black list

· On Cell level or eNodeB level

· List of cells or eNodeBs for which X2 communication shall never be established (existing X2 link shall be removed) (regardless whether HO is allowed or not).
· Populated by O&M system excluding ANR function.
ANR List

· On Cell level

· List of cells based on the output of the ANR function.
· Populated only by the ANR function in the eNodeB and reported to the O&M system.
The ANR List is the same as the Neighbour Relation List as defined by list item 4c in R3-072014. 
The relation between the first four list, and their relation to the ANR Whitelist and ANR Blacklist defined in RAN3 contribution R3-072014 was not clearly defined by SA5 #57.
SA5 would like to ask RAN3 if the ANR List is the same list as defined by RAN3’s R3-072014.
