The group is asked to discuss and agree the terminology specific to Automatic Neighbour Relation (ANR).

Rationale

In the previous meeting, the terminology specific to ANR was extensively discussed and some agreement was reached. However, there is still different understanding on it. In addition, the LS to RAN3 on this topic has been delayed for further discussion in Malta meeting. 
In RAN3#59 in February 2008, there was further discussion on the ANR itself and the corresponding specific lists from the terminology point of view. The CRs (R3-080454 and R3-080471) to TS 36.300 were agreed in this RAN3 meeting. 
For the purpose of LTE SON, it would be helpful to have common understanding of ANR itself and the corresponding specific lists in both SA5 and RAN3.

Proposal
For Intra-frequency case: 

ANR Blacklist: List of cells to which the eNB shall neither establish nor keep a neighbour relation [2].
ANR Whitelist: List of cells to which the eNB shall always establish and maintain a neighbour relation [2].

Neighbour Relation List: Generic Neighbour Relation List in eNB, updated by ANR.
For Inter-RAT/frequency cases:
Inter-RAT/frequency Searchlist: List of RATs/Frequencies that shall be searched [3].
Inter-RAT/frequency ANR Blacklist: List of inter-RAT/frequency cell to which the eNB shall neither keep nor establish a neighbour relation [3].
Inter-RAT/frequency ANR Whitelist: List of inter-RAT/frequency cells to which the eNB shall always establish and maintain a neighbour relation [3].
