Originating Identification Restriction (OIR)
The following figure shows the Diameter transactions that are required between MMTel AS and CDF during session origination from UE when the user has subscribed to the OIR Temporary Mode, and he  wishes to override the default setting of "presentation not restricted" of the OIR service in temporary mode.
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Figure : Message Sequence Chart for Mobile Origination Session Establishment – identification restricted (OIR)
1.
The session is initiated, with relevant parameters setting for restricting its originating identification ("anonymous" From header field inclusion , or private header inclusion..)
2.
Upon OIR service execution (remove identification in From header based  on private header  …), an Accounting-Request with Accounting-Record-Type set to EVENT. 

3.
The CDF acknowledges the data received and creates a MMTel CDR for OIR invocation..  

4.
The destination party answers and a final response are received.
5
Upon reception of the final response, the MMTel AS sends an Accounting-Request with
Accounting-Record-Type indicating START_RECORD to record start of a user MMTel communication (media component applicable…) in the MMTel CDR
6
The CDF acknowledges the reception of the data and opens an MMTel  CDR. 
7.
Upon reception of the final response, the S-CSCF sends an Accounting-Request with
Accounting-Record-Type indicating START_RECORD to record start of a user session and start of a media component in the S-CSCF CDR

8.
The CDF acknowledges the data received and opens a S-CSCF CDR  with session and media components information.  

Editors’ Note : although steps from 4)  are not related to OIR supplementary service, they are shown as part of this first scenario for describing how  the “MMTel AS-basic communication” is handled.
