	mmec
	MME Identifier (MMEI) is constructed from a mmePoolId and an MME Code (MMEC). mmec is unique within the MME pool area and, if overlapping pool areas are in use, unique within the area of overlapping MME pools. The length of the mmec shall be the same in all nodes of a domain in one pool-area.
	

	mmeWeightFactor
	Weight factor of each MME in the pool, used to load balancing between MMEs. eNodeB selecting an MME is proportional to its Weight Factor. ( Ref.3GPP TS 23.401[2])
	

	mmePoolId
	MME Identifier (MMEI) is constructed from a mmePoolId and an MME Code (MMEC). mmePoolId is the unique identifier of MME Pool. If the pool doesn’t exist, a default value should be kept for it. As to the default value, it can be vendor specific.
