[SO1] The input parameters(KPIs,Alarms, etc.) are monitored continuously.
[SO2] When the monitored parameters do not meet the optimization and healing targets, the optimization and healing analysis is triggered.
[SO3] Output corrective actions or fallback decision is generated by the analysis.

[SO4] Corrective configuration changes are executed.

[SO5] Dependent nodes (MMEs, eNodeBs) are updated with new configuration data as well (if needed).
[SO6]The results of the executed corrective actions are evaluated through monitoring the input parameters and comparing them with the targets.
[SO7]If the system status is worse after the corrective actions’ execution, fallback may be needed to reverse the system configuration to the previous status which is before the corrective actions executed. If the system status is better after the corrective actions’ execution, the self-optimization and self-healing procedure ends.
