	Goal (*)
	The goal is that the eNB, after Neighbour Relations are manually configured by IRPManager, takes over responsibility and controls the Neighbour Relation Table.

	Pre conditions
	1. The  ANR function is not active; and

2. The eNB has Neighbour Relations configured by O&M.
	

	Begins when 
	The Use Case begins when the IRP Manager is about to relinquish control over the NRT for the cell.
	

	Step 1 (*) (M)
	The IRP Manager starts the ANR function.
	

	Step 2 (*) (M)
	The IRPManager unchecks the noRemove attribute from each present Neighbour Relation.
	

	Step 3 (*) (M)
	The eNB begins and continuously orders measurements from its connected UEs. Using its vendor specific algorithm, the eNB automatically adds new Neighbour Relations to the NRT and removes stale Neighbour relations from the NRT.
	

	Ends when (*)
	This Use Case ends when the eNB is taken out of service or when the ANR function is stopped.
	

	Exceptions
	1. If the IRPManager finds out that an unsuitable Neighbour Relation has been added by ANR, the IRPManager may “Blacklist” that particular Neighbour Relation.

2. If the IRPManager finds out that a desired Neighbour Relation has not been added by ANR, the IRPManager may “Whitelist” that particular Neighbour Relation.

For both these exceptions, the ANR function continues to execute.
