5.2 Use cases
5.2.1 Self Recovery of Software

5.2.1.1 Goal
The software is recovered to the initial status or the status of latest backup, to ensure the software runs normally.

5.2.1.2 Current Situation
Sometimes, the software runs abnormally and some processes are out of service.

5.2.1.3 Pre Conditions
The operator has the initial backup or the latest backup of the software and configuration data.

5.2.1.4 Trigger / Scheduling
The software monitoring functionality detects the abnormal status when it is monitoring the status of the running processes, and emits appropriate alarm/s.

5.2.1.5 Flow
1. The software monitoring functionality detects the abnormal status of the software and emits appropriate alarm/s.
2. The Self-healing functionality monitoring the related alarm/s, and triggers the healing procedure:

a. Verify the version of files, if it is found that the files are destroyed, restore the backup of the destroyed files.
b. Check the configuration data, if it is found that the configuration data is incorrect, restore the configuration data.
c. If necessary, restart the process.

d. If it is still abnormal after the healing procedure, an alarm shall be raised to notify the operator to process the problem manually.
5.2.1.6 Post Conditions
The process is started normally.
