6.3.1.2.1 Definition of the Subscriber role
The field indicates the subscriber role when AS acts as B2BUA role in IMS network. The subscriber role can be calling party and called party:

· originating (AS serving the calling subscriber when AS acts as B2BUA role);

· terminating (AS serving the called subscriber when AS acts as B2BUA role);

Note: Different from Role of Node which is defined under IMS Information, the Subscriber role is used to indicate the subscribed UE is calling party or called party in AS CDR only when AS acts as B2BUA. In most charging system where the calling party is charged, this filed is used to distinguish whether the subscribed user is charged. 

Note: The corresponding information in TS32.298 and TS32.299 should comply with the definition here.
