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1. Overall Description
SA5 would like to thank for RAN3 their liaison on Management Based Trace activation.

Point1

In this liaison, SA5 asks RAN3 to provide suitable S1 signalling for this EUTRAN Cell Traffic Trace feature according to section 4.2.2.5.

However, in section 4.2.2.5, it was not clear to RAN3 whether all calls starting in the cell are supposed to be recorded by the eNodeB.

RAN3 would first like clarification on this point before starting the actual CR drafting process.
SA5 would like to inform RAN3 that it is a requirement to be able to start Cell Traffic Trace in E-UTRAN for all calls in a cell. It is also a requirement to be able to start Cell Traffic Trace on individual call basis.
Point2

In section 4.2.2.5, it is further described that the Trace Recording Session Reference and the Trace Reference are provided by the eNB to the MME through this S1 signalling. However it is RAN3 assumption that the eNodeB ID must also be provided by the eNB to the MME in addition in order to further discriminate in the Trace Collection Entity two records originating from two different eNodeBs that would have allocated the same pair of trace identifiers (Trace Reference, Trace Recording Session Reference).

As the Cell Traffic Trace is on cell basis, SA5 prefer to have the CGI instead of the eNodeB ID to accompany the Trace Reference and Trace Recording Session Reference.
The Trace Reference and Trace Recording Session References are both unique. When coupled with the CGI (which is also unique and independent of eNodeB ID) it is possible to discriminate between trace records from two different eNodeBs without the use of eNodeB ID.
