Rationale

This contribution’s aim is to propose to include in document [R1] the naming convention already used for WSDL files. The name is extracted from the 3GPP SOAP Solution Set document version number, by:

· removing the leading “3GPP TS ”

· removing the “.” In the IRP number

· removing the ending “ (yyyy-mm)”

· replacing the “ V” before the version by a “-” and remove any “.” between the version numbers.

Therefore, when the WSDL file is created or modified, if the 3GPP document version number is "3GPP TS 32.667 V7.0.2 (2007-06)", then the WSDL filename shall be 32667-702.

Detailed proposal

In document [R1], it is proposed to add the following text in paragraph C.1.2.2

C.1.2.2
File names

The WSDL files should follow the naming convention:

IRPNumber-3digitversion.wsdl

with:

· IRPNumber being the number after the 3GPP document version number, with any “.” removed,

· 3digitversion being the 3 digits after the “V” in the 3GPP document version number, with any “.” removed.
Examples:

If the 3GPP document version number is "3GPP TS 32.667 V7.0.2 (2007-06)", then the WSDL filename shall be 32667-702.wsdl.
If the 3GPP document version number is "3GPP TS 32.111-7 V0.1.0 (2008-10)", then the WSDL filename shall be 32111-7-101.wsdl.
