REQ-OAMP-FM-005:...The HNB shall maintain the following  information:

a.Alarm Management Information – which contains the alarm management and reporting parameters configurable by the HMS

b.Active Alarms List – Alarms currently active on the HNB
c.Alarm History  – contains the alarm events previously created by the HNB.

d.Pending Delivery Queue – contains the alarms queued to be sent to the HMS on the next management connection   

REQ-OAMP-FM-006:..The HNB shall issue alarms to the HMS based on  the configuration of the specific alarm’s reporting mechanism parameter by the HMS as a result of the HNB’s reporting capability
a.Expedited – the HNB connects to the HMS immediately to raise the alarm and logs the alarm in the Alarm History. 

b.Queue – the HNB queues the alarm internally pending connection to the HMS,  logs the alarm in the Alarm History, and delivers the alarm on the next connection to the HMS
c.Log – the HNB logs the alarm in the Alarm History. 

d.Disabled – the HNB will not log the alarm in the Alarm History
REQ-OAMP-FM-007:..The HNB shall handle an alarm not configured in the HNB with Alarm Configuration Information with the same functionality used to handle a configured alarm with a notification setting of “Log”. 
REQ-OAMP-FM-014:....The HMS shall have the capability to clear individual alarms from the HNB Active Alarms List via TR-069 RPC Method Calls.

REQ-OAMP-FM-015:..The HMS shall have the capability to completely purge one or all of the following held on the HNB:

a.History of Alarms

b.Active Alarms List

c.Pending Delivery Queue
