Thank you for your liaison letter on Nov. 20, 2008 regarding the recent progress on the FAP Data Model work in the Broadband Forum.  On behalf of the Femto Forum WG3 members, I would like to express appreciation of the attention and effort in the Broadband Forum for the standardization of the FAP Data Model.

Since the last Femto Forum plenary in September, there was a significant progress in 3GPP in HNB standardization work. Specifically, SA WG5 has approved a new Rel.8 WI to create the HNB OAM type 1 interface specification (i.e. management interface between HMS and HNB).  We are very delighted with their leadership and progress in this regard.
As an MRP of 3GPP, Femto Forum WG3 intends to follow through as necessary to support the Broadband Forum to meet the target completion date. Specifically, in order to make progress on the data model work and bring it to the maturity level, members of the Femto Forum WG3 has agreed to hold a weekly conference call throughout December and January. The goal is to have the high priority categories reviewed and agreed upon by the end of that period so that the Broadband Forum can proceed with the necessary process for March completion target. We will also be happy to participate to the joint conference calls as proposed by the Broadband Forum in early January.
