Suppose an X2 connection is between node-X and node-Y.  Suppose now node-Y identity is inserted into node-X’s ENBfunction.x2BlackList, then the expected behaviour of node-X is:
1. Node-X is prohibited from sending X2 connection request to node-Y;

2. Node-X is forced to tear down established X2 connection, if the X2 connection is established as a result of node-X sending the X2 connection request, to node-Y;

3. Node-X is not allowed to reject incoming X2 connection request from node-Y.
