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1. Overall Description:

SA5 thanks CT4 for their reply (C4-090565) on the original S5-091092 LS from SA5, and their  proposal for a new 3GPP Mobile IPv6 Option which will forward the “Charging ID” from PGW to SGW via PMIP signalling.
SA5 considers that the “Charging ID” transfer from PGW to SGW via PMIP signalling will allow a per PDN connectivity charging correlation. 

In order to ensure the same correlation could be applied for the different configurations within the EPC architecture, SA5 is expecting this “Charging-id” to be provided by the PGW, when connected via S5 or S8 (roaming configuration) to the SGW, and also when connected via S2a and S2b to non-3GPP accesses. 

SA5 considers this new parameter has to be defined as “optional” from the protocol aspect for each of these interfaces.

In addition, CT4 also proposed the UE Time Zone parameter transfer from SGW to PGW via PMIP signalling. 
SA5 confirms that the UE Time Zone change is used as a trigger for charging information reporting, and SA5 agrees that the same behaviour should be proposed for S5/S8 GTP case and PMIP case on each of the S5, S8, S2a and S2b interfaces..
2. Actions:

ACTION: 
As SA5 has confirmed that the “Charging ID” and “Time Zone” are used in charging in the case of PMIP-based S5/S8 and S2a/S2b, SA5 kindly asks CT4 to proceed in the definition of “Charging ID” and “Time Zone” parameters in the PMIP signalling (as specified in the attached CT4 CRs C4-090563 and C4-090568, respectively).
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
