The group is asked to discuss the proposed PM requirements for LTE Home eNodeB OAM&P (for type 1 interface), and introduce the agreed part into the draft TS 32.591.

Rationale

HeNB and HNB are used as home access devices in LTE and 3G network systems. There are major differences between HNB and HeNB network element:

1. From network architecture point of view, HeNB Gateway is an optional network element in LTE while HNB Gateway is mandatory network element in 3G.

2. HeNB adopted different physical layer technologies called OFDM while HNB using CDMA technologies.

3. HeNB uses different frequency band with HNB. 

The differences has no impact on the management behavior, the general OAM&P requirements for HeNB and HNB are similar from management point of view. In this contribution, we propose to reuse PM requirements which is now in TS 32.581 [3] for HeNB management.

Performance Management
The HeNB may support Performance Management to enable the operator to monitor the HeNB Network based on the business level requirements. 

The requirements for performance management are as follows.

REQ-OAMP_PM-FUN-001 The HeNB may have the Performance Management capabilities administered by the HeMS.
REQ-OAMP_PM-FUN-002 The HeNB shall support the retrieval of the Performance Information from the HeNB utilising the file transfer option of TR-069 CWMP Protocol, reference [4]. 
REQ-OAMP_PM-FUN-003 The HeNB shall be configurable by the HeMS to produce an XML File at regular intervals which contains the HeNB performance Information and then upload the XML File.

REQ-OAMP_PM-FUN-004 The XML File Formats produced by the HeNB shall adhere to the 3GPP XML Performance Management File Formats, reference [5].
REQ-OAMP_PM-FUN-005 The HeNB shall upload Files using one of the following mechanisms:
a. HTTPS PUT and GET with or without Username and Password

b. SFTP with or without Username and Password 
c. HTTP PUT with or without Username and Password

d. FTP with or without Username and Password
e. FTPS with or without Username and Password
REQ-OAMP_PM-FUN-006 HeMS shall have the ability to configure policies for the HeNB performance data file upload.
