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ITU-T SG2 thanks TISPAN WG8 for the review and comments provided to our draft Recommendation on Service Activation.

We will seek to align with and reuse the TISPAN SuM specification in our work.

Remarks and answers to comments and questions:

1) Positioning of the NMS-EMS interface with TISPAN NOSIs 

We agree that the current version implies a positioning similar to the TISPAN NGN-FE NOSI. However, in our latest discussion, ITU-T SG2 has agreed that the subscription management has a broader applicability. This will be clarified in our further work on the Recommendation.
2) Subscriber Configuration

2.1) Subscriber and user concepts

We agree that a split between subscriber and user is important and this will be incorporated in our draft Recommendation.
2.2) Comments on requirements: 

During our review, the following additional requirements were identified:
· In order to support passive monitoring, we should permit lookup of subscriber attributes based on dynamically observed network attributes. An example: MAC-address seen in a DHCP query used to look-up subscriber identification (name, telephone number etc).

· Specification of subscription management should not only support provisioning, but also other processes such as service assurance.

3) Service Group Configuration

The concept of Service Group requires further work.
4) Service Configuration

Noted.
5) Bulk Service Configuration
We believe the bulk handling requirements to be a useful complement to the TISPAN WG8 set of requirements.
6) Non-Functional Requirements

We believe the non-functional requirements to be a useful complement to the TISPAN WG8 set of requirements.
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
