Introduction


User Data Convergence (UDC) presents a layered architecture where user data is stored in a centralized location called User Data Repository (UDR). One or more subscriber dataless front-ends acess the user data that is stored in the UDR.  In this context, a front-end can be an HSS-FE, HLR-FE, or application servers. In order to support UDC, a Common Baseline Information Model is defined in this specification.

Scope


The present document specifies a Common Baseline Information Model for UDC [xx]. This information model denotes an abstract, formal representation of entity types, including their properties and relationships, the operations (e.g. read, write…) that can be performed on them, and related rules and constraints.  Detailed requirements for the specification of this Common Baseline Information Model are given in 3GPP TR 22.985 [xx] and 3GPP TS 22.101 [yy].
Operators can further extend the Common Baseline Information Model by means of specialization. A Specialized Information Model describes the specific relationships between the information in a given particular case.  The implementation of the Specialized Information Model for a given application leads to an Application Data Model View. This includes implementation and protocol-specific details, e.g. mapping managed objects onto lower-level protocol constructs. It also includes all the specific data that are required by an application. An implementation of the whole Specialized Information Model in the User Data Repository for all the applications leads to the Consolidated Data Model.
Specialized information models, application data model views, and consolidated data models are outside the scope of this specification.
