[REQ-XYZ-FUN-1]

The IRPAgent shall support a capability allowing IRPManager to create and manage profiles of H(e)NB configuration parameters; thus, allowing H(e)NB when turned on, auto-configures itself.

The IRPAgent shall support a capability allowing IRPManager to deactivate individual or groups of H(e)NBs radio transmissions, overriding any control that the customer may also have.
