Ability Description of CBIM
CBIM shall support the abilities described as below:

1) Definition of a unique user identity to associate all the data of a user.

2) All the data of a user contains data from different network entities, such as HLR, HSS and so on, who are willing to put their data into the user data repository.  

3) The user may have different identities in different network entities, such as IMSI, MSISDN, IMPI, IMPU etc. CBIM shall describe the relationship of these identies.

4) CBIM shall be able to describe multi-value attributes and single-value attributes of objects. For example, the identity attributes should be single-value attributes, while the “email” attributes could be multi-value attributes.

5) CBIM shall be able to be extended easily, so that new applications and/or new service profiles can be added by the operator, if necessary.
Editor’s Note: The tools used to describe CBIM are TBD. UML is one candidate. The terms “attribute”, “object” mentioned in the above have the silimilar meaning as defined in the UML specifications by OMG.
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
