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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA5 Charging has discussed the potential clash between GTPv2 and GTP’v2 identified by CT4 and described in the LS S5-093220. SA5 Charging has also considered in the discussion, the proposal based on UDP Port Number range sharing, in order to solve the issue.
Due to potentially already used Port numbers for GTP’v2 at this stage of Rel-8, SA5 found it not reasonable to define a specific range for GTP’v2. Instead, SA5 agreed to make the following changes on the Port Usage description in TS 32.295 (see the attached CR):

· Exclude 2123 as Destination Port when 3386 is not used.
· Add the following Note for UDP source Port Number allocation: 

Note: the UDP source Port number should be different from the UDP Source Port number allocated to GTPv2 (see in TS 29.274 [201]).
SA5 hopes this proposal provides the needed clarification for avoiding collision between GTPv2 and GTP’v2, and would suggest some similar indication in TS 29.274 for GTPv2, in order to complete the description.
